Insured savings accounts in banks approved by the government

- Federal Deposit Insurance Corporation (FDIC)
Built dams to produce electric power and provide flood control to seven southern states

- Tennessee Valley Authority (TVA)

Provided guaranteed higher prices to farmers who agreed to cut back on their crops.

- Agricultural Adjustment Act (AAA)



- ruled “unconstitutional” by the Supreme Court

Enforced codes that regulated wages, prices and working conditions

- National Industrial Recovery Act/National Recovery Administration (NIRA/NRA)



- ruled “unconstitutional” by the Supreme Court

Employed men and women to build hospitals, schools, parks, and airports; employed artists, writers, and musicians

- Works Progress Administration (WPA)

Gave relief to unemployed and needy

- Federal Emergency Relief Agency (FERA)

Built useful public projects to help the economy recover such as ports, schools and the Blue Ridge Parkway

- Public Works Administration (PWA)

Provided jobs for young men to plant trees, build bridges and parks and set up flood control projects

- Civilian Conservation Corps (CCC)

Set up a system of pensions for the elderly, unemployed, and people with disabilities

- Social Security Administration

Eliminated abuses of insider trading and giving out false information about corporations

- Securities and Exchange Commission (SEC)

Established the 40 hour workweek and minimum wage of 25 cents an hour


- Fair Labor Standards Act
Guaranteed workers the right of collective bargaining and outlawed unfair labor practices such as firing union members

- National Labor Relations Act/National Labor Relations Board (NLRA/NLRB)

Provided public works jobs at $15/week to four million workers in 1934.

- Civil Works Administration (CWA)

Provided part-time employment to more than two million college and high school students.

- National Youth Administration (NYA)

Encouraged farmers to join cooperatives to bring electricity to farms. Despite its efforts, by 1940 only 40% of American farms were electrified.

- Rural Electrification Administration (REA)
